The Danmark Trail is the grandest of all the herba-
tiones, since it leads to Linnaeus’s two estates, Sévja
and Hammarby. In the beginning, Linnaeus led his
students out of Uppsala via the town boundary in
Kungsdngen so that they could see the wild-growing
snake’s head fritillaries. After Linnaeus purchased
his two estates in 1758, it was only natural that the
walk should lead to them. Breakfast was served in
Sévija, and in Hammarby the group ate their eve-
ning meal.

Den litta kladstilen vaickte
emellertid anst6t, och Linnaeus fick ett brev frin hégsta ort som
f61bj6d sadana tillstillningar och kallade dem oanstindiga. Herbatio-
nerna 6verlevde dock, men under lugnare former och med striktare
klddsel.

The year is 1754. A group of people are wandering out through
Kungsingstull by the southern boundary of Uppsala city; gentleman
from the University marching one after the other. One of them has
notepaper and a quill pen; he is the record-keeper. Another is car-
rying a long copper can on his hip; this is a vasculum dillenianum,
later to be known as just a “vasculum”. A third is carrying the
“Clerck’s scissors”, a pair of crossed nets used to catch insects.

A fourth is carrying a gun; he is a bird shooter. The fifth and last
watches over the group carefully. He has been appointed as fiscal, or
monitor. All told, there are about 30 of them. In front moving with
quick steps, is their teacher, Professor Linnacus; he may be rather
short, but he carries authority in his stride.

Now, everyone is talking about the past, the 1740s, when spirits ran
at their highest during the flower walks. In those days, they took a
French horn and kettle drums with them into the field. The number
of students could reach an incredible 200. Back then, everyone wote
loose-fitting clothes, a functional field dress code. “Man should
adorn his clothes and not the other way around,” Linnacus used to
say. However, such an informal style of clothing caused offence and
Linnaeus received a letter from the highest level, forbidding such
things and calling them indecent. Nevertheless, the flower walks
survived, albeit in calmer forms and with stricter dress.

1. Kungséngstull
Under 1740-talet inférde Carl von Linné mycket upp-
skattade exkursioner i sin undervisning, vilka han gav
rubriken Herbationes Upsalienses. Vid Kungsingtull
startade Herbatio Danensis som ledde 6ver Kungs-
ingen med den nyfunna kungsingliljan och vidare
mot Danmarks kyrka. Efter 1758 foérlingdes exkur-
sionen till Linnés gardar Sivja och Hammarby.

Kungséngstull
During the 1740s, Carl Linnaeus introduced highly
popular excursions into his teaching, which he
entitled Herbationes Upsalienses. Herbatio
Danensis commenced at Kungsing-

tull, leading across Kungsingen

with its newly discovered

King’s Lily and on to the

Danmark Church. After
1758, the excursion

was extended to
Linnaeus’s estates

at Sivja and

Hammarby.
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5. Falebro
Enligt den lo-
kala traditionen
planterade Linné
tvi askar vid Fale-
bro, en pa var sida
om det s6dra bro-
fastet.

Falebro

According to local tradition, Lin-

naeus planted two ashes at Falebro,

one on each side of the southern bridge
abutment. This was important for travel-
lers to find their way to the bridge in the dark

or in snowstorms on the plane. Today, the only
remaining ash is the one which stood west of the old
road.

6. Danmarks kyrka
Danmarks kyrka var Linnés sockenkyrka. Hunden
Pompe brukade f6lja med Linné till kyrkan och
ligga hos husse i Hammarbybinken. Efter en timme
brukade Linné ga, 4ven om gudstjinsten dnnu inte
var slut. Nir Linné sjilv inte kom till kyrkan, sa
kom hunden ensam och lade sig i husses bank. Pre-
cis som husse tréttnade emellertid Pompe efter en
timme, skillde till, hoppade ur bianken och gick ut.

Danmark Church

Danmark Church was Linnaeus’s Parish church. His
dog, Pompe, would accompany Linnaeus to church
lie with his master in the Hammarby pew. Linnaeus
would leave after an hour, even if the service was
not yet over. When Linnaeus himself did not go to
church, the dog would come on his own and lay in
his master’s pew. Just like his master, Pompe would
get weary after an hour. Then he would bark, jump
out of the pew and leave.

2. Kungscingen
Ar 1742 reste Linnés vin Sten Carl Bielke 6ver Kungs-
dngen. Han fann da Fritillaria meleagris, den véxt vi idag
kinner som Kungsingslilja. Bielke rapporterade fyndet
till Linné, som genast forstod att den spridit sig hit frin
Uppsala Botaniska Tridgard. I mitten av maj blommar
tusentals kungsingsliljor pd Kungsingen.

Kungséngen

In 1742, Linnaeus’s friend, Sten Carl Bielke travelled
across Kungsingen. There, he found Fritillaria mele-
agris, the plant known today as King’s Lily. Bielke repor-
ted his find to Linnaeus, who immediately understood
that it had spread there from Uppsala Botanical Garden.
Thousands of King’s Lilies blossom at Kungsidngen in
the middle of May.

3. Néntuna lund
Hir vid Nantuna lund stannade Linné for att
demonstrera lundvixter och lita studenterna samla
insekter. Lunden var pé den tiden betad och mycket
mer 6ppen. En del av Nédntuna lund ér sedan 1953
skyddad som naturreservat. I omradet finns dven
manga jirndldersgravar.

Nantuna grove

Here at Néntuna grove, Linnaeus stopped to show
grove plants and allow the students to gather insects.
In those days, the grove was grazed and much more
open. Since 1953, part of Nantuna grove has been
projected as a nature reserve. There are also many
Iron Age graves in the area.

Linnaeus’s Sévja
Most people have
heard of Linnaeus’s
Hammarby. A less
well-known fact is

that Linnaeus also
owned an agricul-
tural property in
Sdvja. Linnaeus
purchased Sivja
1758, the same year
he purchased Ham-
marby. At Sivja, Lin-
naeus built two rooms
for himself where he
could be alone. Here,
unlike Hammarby, he
did not have to receive
students and foreign guests.
During Herbatio Danensis,
Linnaeus would stop here with
his students for breakfast and a
brief rest with the farmer who rented
the estate.

7. Linnés Hammarby
Hammarby invigdes som kulturreservat den 13 maj 2007.
Linné képte Hammarby 1758. I bostadshuset finns manga
inredningsdetaljer kvar frin Linnés tid och i parken blom-
mar Linnés inplanterade vixter dnnu. Efter en eldsvdda i
Uppsala 1766 beslot Linné att flytta ut sina samlingar till
Hammarby. Han lit uppfora ett litet museum pa den da helt
kala h6jden bakom girden. Byggnaden stod firdig 1769 och
finns kvar dn idag.

Linnaeus’s Hammarby

Hammarby was dedicated as a cultural reserve on 13 May
2007. Linnaeus purchased Hammarby 1758. The residential
house contains many furnishing details from Linnaeus’s
time and in the park, plants put there by Linnaeus still
grow. Following a blaze in Uppsala in 1766, Linnaeus deci-
ded to move his collections to Hammarby. He had a small
museum built on what was then a totally bare rise behind
the estate. The building was completed in 1769 and remains
there to this day.
